This year has been incredible and a good one for the development of the sport. First we have 
discovered a really nice drifting track in Victoriaville and were able to accomplish all the 
requirement requested by the city in order to promote a green event.  A new challenging layout 
was designed at Mosport and offered a real close tandem layout, same thing with Montmagny 
where a more exciting layout have been designed. 
 
St-Eustache offered the biggest driver field ever with almost 40 drivers for the ultimate US vs 
CANADA battle.  The USA won the first battle but we will get our revenge in 2012 during the labor 
day weekend.  With 3 nights events in our calendar, our fans were able to match the drifting 
excitement with the after dark partying atmosphere, hosting the biggest crowd ever in 
Montmagny twice this year.  We went back to Edmonton Indy and offered a drift demo in front of 
60 000 new fans and hosted 4 rounds in Western Canada.
